Up to 150 pounds on each adult ticket
and 75 pounds on each half fare ticket, a small charge is made for weight
over these amounts (for Around-the-World or Trans-Pacific passengers
weight allowances of 350 and 175 pounds respectively). Valuation
not to exceed $100 on baggage checked on each adult ticket, $50 for
each half fare ticket,-unless a greater value is declared in writing by the
passenger at time of checking.
