West beund trains are superior to east bound trains of the same class—Sce rule 13,

Before entering main line at K. V. Ry. Jot., a flagman must be sent out to protect against main line trains.
All trains must come to a full stop not less than 200 or more than 800 feet from draw bridge, one mile west of Bonner's Ferry, and will not proceed until

draw bridge is known to be closed. N

Between Creston Jct. and Sidar Jot., trains use C. P. R. tracks, and crews will be governed by C. P. R. rules and time table, and will observe all special
rules and bulletins in effect.

On C. P. R., Mountain Standard Time (one hour faster than Pacific Standard Time) is used.

Frog at Creston Jot. is out. When necessary to use C. P. R. tracks between Creston Jet. and Sidar Jot., arrangements must be made with C. P. R. at Creston,

and orders received at that point.
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Tralu and englne men of tho K. V. Ry. must know that
way ls clear befors entering (. N. Rallway maln
lse and must move only under protection of fag within
tho yard limits at Tonner's Forry. All Great Northern
tralon must move with eantion and with trains undor full
control within these Hmits, looking out for trains of the

SPEED RESTRICTIONS.

All tralos must be handled updor absolute control
and without regard to making schedule thue at all pulnts
where laud or suow slides and falling rocks ure liable to
be encounterel.

Tralny must appraach under full o ol and not ex-
coed B wiles per hour pawsing ovor All Fulls Bridges,
trains must reduce speed to 8 miles per hour through
City of Spokano and over bridge 347, 1'% miles west ot
Crater; where tralns have double lender the englues
must uncouple and run separately over bridge 7.

REGISTERING STATIONS.

Conductors of all tralns and Engincers running with-
out Conductors must reglster thelr arrival and departure
at:

Operators at all telegraph stations will block mi trains
16 minutes apart, excopt between Spokane and Colbert,
whore a five minute block may be used. Truins moving in
