Al tralus wost be bandled under absolute coutrol
and without regard to muking schedule time at all puluts
whore land or snow slides and falllog rocks are lable to
be encounterwd.

Trains must approach under full control and not ex:
coeld 8 miles por hour passiog over Albmny Falls lridges,
trnfos must roduce speed to 5 miles por hour through
City of Spokane and over Lridge 347, 1% miles wost of
Crater; where trains bave double header the cuglues
must le and run sep Iy over bridge 347.
