The crossing of the Northern Pacific Ry. and Junction switches of M. & S. E. and Moorhead Nor. Line at Moorhead are protected

All trains will run with caution and under full control in Moorhead Yard and keep sharp lookout for trains of the Dakota Division.

All trains will come to a full stop at Stop Board at the crossing of the C., M. & St. P. Railway east of Lurgan and know the way
is clear before proceeding.

The switch at M. & S. E. Ry. Junction will be kept set for the Breckenridge Division. The crossing of the first district near Carman Junction is protected by crossing gate to be kept locked to elose the fourth district.
East-bound trains will use telephone at M. & S. E. Ry. Junction and obtain clearance from dispatcher at Breckenridge before using : Trains Nos. 131 and 132 will telephone their arrival at Carman Junction to operator at Cariman.
