AUTOMATIC BLOCK SIGNALS.

Automatic Electric Semaphore Block System has been installed on passenger tracks
between St. Paul and Minneapolis. For East Bound Trains the End of Bloelcis located
one thousand feet East of Third 8%, Bridge, St. Paul, For West Bound Trains the End
of Block is located five hundred feet West of Mill Pond Bridge, Minneapolis. (Desig-
nated by small signs “END OF BLOCEK.”)

1. In all cases the Block and Interlocking Signals are located upon the Right of and -

adjoining the track upon which trains are governed by them. The Semaphore arms
