Light engines or engines with cuboose only will take siding at meeting points except
when rmnning as sections of passenger trains, unless otherwise instrucied.

Before starting out on runs, Conductors must” inform their engineers the number of
loaded and empty cars in train, and how muany cars of uir are working.

Car eapacity of sidings is based on 40 foot cars.

Trains 689, 691, and 693: also non-scheduled east hound locals will carry passengers
when |'lu\llll'l| with tickets and freight train permits.  Permits will not be issued for any
of these trins for passengers to any point which will not be reached between day-
Light s dark.

All conply flat ears, emigrant outfits and stock, wreeking, boarding cars and  other
ontlit ears must be hanled on rear of trains.  Oil tanks londed and cars londed with
powder ar other explosives must be at least 10 cars from engine.
