In reporting accidents to trains carrying péssengers, eonductors should give the correet names of the in-
jured and uninjured, the addresses and destinations of all persons on the train, and of the injured, and the
extent of their injuries. This report must be sent from first telegraph office to the General Claim Agent and
to the Assistant Clatm Agent in whose jurisdiction the accident ocecurs. ‘ . )

As soon’ as possible thereafter Form 245 should be made out by each employe and forwarded to the Super-
intendent of the Division; a separaie report being made for each person injured. :

6.. Every effort must be made to procure the names and addresses of all persons, cutsiders as well as employes,

who witnessed the aecident, especially when persons are injured within the corporate limits of any eity, town
ar village, or when crossing the tracks-at & public highway.

7. In every case of personal injury in any Department, s full and complete report must be made at once by

every employe immediately present, no matter whether he considers his statement of .importance or not,
answering every question as fully as possible,

8. When persons are injured by an accident which may ‘have been caused by defective appliances, tools or

machinery, the car or appliance, tool or machinery must be immediately examined by the person in charge
to aseertain its condition, and report: made of the inspection, giving the numbers and-initials of cars examined,
with names, occupation and address of the persons making the inspection. This inspection must be made
before the car or engine leaves the place where the accident oceurred, and afterwards at the first district ter-
minal by the inspector, foreman, or Master Mechanic at such point, the Superintendent to notify sueh person
of the necessity of making such examination. When an accident is caused by the breaking of machinery,
tools, appliances or rails, the broken parts must-be so marked as'to be readily identified, and immediately
