. FINAL LIMIT OF TICKETS.—Tickets will not be valid for passage
after midnight of the date of expiration indicated on the ticket but if holders
of closely limited first and second class tickets begin their trip on this line
prior to expiration of limis, their tickets will be honored for continuous passage
to destination, if on this'line, or 1o terminal of the Great Northern coupon if
destination is beyond our line. . This must not be construed to extend the limit
on coupons of tickets reading via other lines. - . ’ o

LIVMITS AND STOPOVERS ON EAST BOUND TICKETS.—1. One
way first class tickets sold between points less than 300 miles apart will be limit-
ed to continuoua passage commencing on date of sale.  No stopovers allowed,

2. Onpe way first class tickets sold at fares of $4.00 or over will be limited
to thirty days from date of sale,"and stopovers will be allowed at points en route
within limit of ticket. (See Iixception.) A

Exception.—Where thirty-ddy one way fares are in effect and a lower fare
via same route is shown between two such points, the lower fare is the “‘Closely
Limiked®’ fare, and the limit on such tickets will be ome day more than is
necessary to male the journey between such two stations, Iractions of a day
to be counted a full day. On “ Closely Limited ' tickets stopovers will be allowed
within the limit of ticket. ’

-3. - Becond class tickets will bear a limit of four (4) days from date of sale.

REDEMPTION OF TICKETS.—It is the desire of this Company to fully
protect;its patrons against-loss in cases where, from any legitimate cause, they
do not use tickets purchased via this line, Unused tickets or portions of tick-
ets of any class, valid for passage over the Great Northern Railway, may be
presented’to any Great Northern Agent for redemption. L

.SLEEPING CAR RESERVATIONS.—Persons desiring sleeping car berths
reserved on west bound Great Northern trains can secure them by applying to
the conductor of the train on which they enter St. Paul or Minneapolis.

LOST TICKETS.—Railway Companies are not responsible for lost or
stolen tigkets, and they are no longer bulletined to conductors; therefore, all
possible; precaution should be taken to prevent their loss. Upon purchasing
through; tickets passengers should make a memorandum of the “Destination,””
“By what Railway issued,” “Form number,” ‘Consecutive number,” -and
‘“Place-and date of sale”; also of the consecutive numbers of their baggage
checks. This will aid in their recovery if lost or stolen.

FARES CANNOT BE ADJUSTED BY CONDUCTORS.—In the event
of any disagreement with a conductor relative to tickets required, privileges
allowed, etc., passengers should pay the conductor, take his receipt, and refer
the case.to the General Passenger Agent for adjustment. The conductor is
governed; by rules which he cannot change. '

BAGGAGE REGULATIONS.—Lawful baggage, not exceeding 150
pounds in weight or any dimension of which will not exceed 45 inches will be
checked to and from all stations upon presentation of one full passage ticket,
75 pounds on half ticket; lawful baggage in excess of 150 pounds or any di-
mension of which exceeds 45 inches will be charged for in dccordance with
tariff furnished agents, but no piece of baggage weighing more than 250 pounds
or any dimension of which exceeds 72 inches will be received, except immigrant
baggago checked at port of landing, whips in inflexible cases, not exceeding 90
inches inlengh, 12 inches in diameter, 100 poundsin weight, Public Entertain-
ment Paraphernalia, Section 34, Baggage Tariff No. No. 8, Baggage may ‘be
checked to a point short of destination of ticket on such tickets as permit of
stop-over privileges. Unless a greater sum is declared by the passenger and
charges paid for increased valuation at time of delivery to carrier, the value of
baggage belonging to -of checked Tor ‘an adult passénger shkall be deemed and
agreed to not exceed One Hundred Dollars, ($100.00), and the value of the
baggago belonging to or checked for-a child, traveling on a half ticket, shall be
deemed; and agreed to nof; be;in excess of Fifty, Dollars (850.00). Storage on
baggage remaining in baggage rooms over twenty-four hours wiil be charged.at
the rate of twenty-five cents for the first day and ten'cents for each succeeding
day or fraction thereof. " Baggage checked to stations where there Is no
agent must be claimed at the bgzgage car door by surrender of duplicate check
or else it will be carried to the/next station beyond at which thiere is an agent. As
a matter of precaution ‘oWners should mark their names on trunks and other
pieces of baggage and also make a note of the numbers of checks to aid in identi-
fication and recovery in case ofloss. Bicycles and Baby Cabs will be checked
when actompanied by ewners.© Each bicycle or baby cab wjll be charged for the
same ag for fifty pounds of ‘excess baggage, excepting bicyclés locally within the
states of North Dakota and Washington, where they will be carried as other bag-
gage. Lamps and cyclometers must be remaved before whegls will be checked.

_ Dogs, muzzled, not exceeding ‘$25.00 in value and not interided for exhibition,

bench shows or field trials and provided with properly fitting collar and chain
or in crates and if accompanted by owner or care-taker will be checked and
transported in baggage cars, and charge made at regular baggage rates for
gross weight. The minimum charge for each dog on leash or chain or for éach ,
crate containing oneor more dogs, will be the regular charge for 100 lbs. of excess
baggage between the same points, except that dogs will not be checked beyond
Junctioi points where'a wagon transfer is required.

SPECIAL BAGGAGE SERVICE—Portland—Seattle—Tacoma—Spo-
kane—S$t. Paul and Minneapolls—Through arrangement with the Baggage
& Omnibus Transfér Co., Portland; Seattle Transfer Co., Seattle; Tacoma
Carriage & Baggage Transfer Co., Tacoma and Pacific Transfer Co., Spokane,
and Transfer Companies at St. Paul and aneapohs, baggage may be checked
from hotel or residence at any of the above. points direct to destination of
passenger’s ticket, obviating the necessity of further attention by passenger
after check is issued at hotel or residence. -

For the convenience of incoming patrons at above points, uniformed bag~
gage agents will board all trains before arrival at stations, to,arrange for trans-
fer of baggage to hotels and residences and connecting lines.

PERSONS UNABLE TO TRAVEL ALONE.—Unless accompanied by
attendants holding transportation, tickets will be refused all persons who by
reason of their physical or mental disability are unable to travel alone. No
tickets will be sold or transportation furnished persons suffering from contagious
diseases and whose presence may consititute a menace to the health of other
passengers,

CORPSES will be carried in the baggage car under certain special condi-
tions; -particulars of which may be obtained from any Station Agent of the
Company. Every corpse must be accompanied by a person in'charge, who
must hold a transit permit from Board of Health or proper health authorities.
Blank permits are obtainable only from the local or state health officer.

TOURIST SLEEPING CARS run daily between St. Paul and the Pacific
Coast. Double lower berths cost $8.00 for through trip to holders of either
first or second class tickets. These cars are upholstered, fully equipped with
beddmg, linen, curtains; contain cooking range and other conveniences and are
in charge of porters.

DINING CAR SERVICE.—Meals in Great Northern Dmmg and Buffet
Cars are served a la carte; pay for what you get.

SETTLERS’ MOVABLES.—The Great Northern Ry. makes passenger and
freight rates for settlers along its lines in the Northwest, concerning which
apply to the Company’s Agents. -

STANDARD TIME.—AIll lines east of Williston, N. D)., use Central or
90th Meridian time, same as in Chicago and St. Paul; between Williston and
Troy. Mont.; Mountain or 105th Meridian time is used one hour slower than
in St. Paul; west of Troy, trains run on Paclﬁc or 120th Meridian time, two
hours slower than in St. Paul.

Certain Freight Trains are Permitted to Carry Passengers Under
the Foltowing Conditions:
Agent and ‘also hold regular passage ticket. This Company is not a common
carrier of pagsengers by its freight trains and does not stop such trains at sta-
tions or station platforms except when the freight business of .the road makes
it necessary to do so. Persons using such trains for passage assume all risk of

IMPORTANT CHANGES IN ROUTING AND SCHEDULES OF GREAT NORTHERN
TRANSCONTINENTAL TRAINS. -

: A new Winter Time Card took effect on the Great Northern Railway on November 22,-1914, The attention of the public is par-
ticularly directed to the following changes in the Transcontinental Service:

Both Train No. 1 and Train No. 2—the Oriental Limited—between St. Paul, Minneapolis and Fargo now run via Willmar and Breck-
enridge, and between Fargo and Minot run via New Rockford and the Fargo-Minot Cut-Off. No. 1 now carries through standard sleeper to
Great Falls, Helena and Butte.

Both Train No..3 and Train No. 4—the Oregonian—between St. Paul, Minneapolis and Fargo now run via St. Cloud and Fergus Falls,
and between Ifargo and Minot run via Grand Forks and Devils Lake. The schedules of these trains have been extensively altered.

Standard sleeping car operated between Kansas City and Seattle via the Burlington Route, Billings and Shelby and Trains 43 and 44,
is now handled between Cut Bank and Seattle in Trains i and 2. West of Cut Bank Trains 43 and 44 have been discontinued.

Between Spokane and Seattle the service has been materially improved. The time of the daylight trains—No. 1, westbound, and
No. 4, eastbound—has been shortened. A new fast night train, No. 25, has been added between Spokane and Seattle, westbound, and
the time of the eastbound night service, provided by No. 2, has been shortened. . -

Many changes in service and time have been instituted in the local trains. A thorough study of the new Time Card as contained
in this folder is recommended. -

Glacier National Park, high up in the Rocky Mountains of
northwestern Montana, lies directly alongside the main trans-
continental track of the Great Northern Railway-—the only

"national playground of the United States that’s located on the
main line of a transcontinental route. All of the Great North-
ern’s overland trains, at the station of Glacier Park, stop direct-
ly at the Park’s principal gate.

The splendid mountains of Glacier National Park extend
from the Great Northern’s track northward to thé Canadian
boundary, and from the Reservation of the Blackfeet Indians
westward to the Flathead River-—gorgeous-colored peaks rang-
ing from 8,000 to 10,000 feet above.sea-level that are giants of
the Continental Divide—a tremendous mountainland 1,525 square
miles in extent. This region has been termed the “roof of
America”: from these heights waters start on journeys to the
Pacific Ocean, to Hudson’s Bay and to the Gulf of Mexico.
Atop these mountains are eighty living glaciers, as inspiring
as those ice-fields Americans have been crossing to Switzerland
to see; of these Blackfeet Glacier has an area of five miles.
The mountain lakes and noble cataracts and rollicking moun-
tain streams, all of them glacier-fed, that lie among the peaks
are almost innumerable. Many wonders of nature are within
the Park also—such as I¢eberg Lake, where ice-cakes float the
summer through.

So well have the most important sections of the Park been
linked by automobile roads and by trails for tourists on horse-
back and afoot, at such strategic locations have the hotels and
chalets of the Park been placed, and so liberally has the Park
been equipped with auto-stages, saddle horses, launches and

guides that the tourist of Glacier Park during a brief visit may
see a very great deal of America.

From Glacier Park station, at the main gate, the automobile
highway, over which an efficient auto-stage service is main-
tained by the Glacier Park Transportatwn Company, now
extends northward along the rims of the Two Medicine and
Cut Bank regions to the foot of St. Mary Lake, and thence
northward and westward up the Swift Current Valley to the

Many-Glacier country—where Grinnell and Gould Mountains
are, and Grinnell Glacier, and McDermott Lake and Falls.
Auto-stage service also is maintained from Glacier Park station
northwestward into the Two Medicine country. On St. Mary
Lake the little ship “St. Mary” (capacity 120 passengers) sails
to the Going-to-the-Sun region, where Going-to-the-Sun Moun-
tain is, and Citadel, and Almost-a-Dog, and Little Chlef and
Red Eagle. Auto-stages and launches thus push deep in among
the giants of the Divide.

Up onto and over the mountains three wonder trails for
tourists on horseback and afoot, along which a regular saddle-
horse service is operated, scale the Divide itself. Gunsight
Trail from the Going-to-the-Sun region crosses the Divide by
way of Gunsight Pass, and leads to Blackfeet and Sperry Gla-
ciers. Swift Current Trail, from the Many-Glacier region
crosses the Divide by Swift Current Pass. Both of these trails
descend the Divide’s west slope to Lake McDonald. Piegan
Trail, a north and south route following the crest of the Divide,
links the Many-Glacier and Going-to-the-Sun regions.

The chain of mountain hotels and chalet groups, conducted
on the American plan, that has been installed by the Glacier
Park Hotel Company through Glacier Park is uniquely in har-'
mony with these Rockies.

Glacier Park Hotel ($3.00 to $5.00 per day, capacity 400
