PERSONAL INJURIES.

Whenover passengers or employes are injured, everything must be done to care for them properly. If they
are able to be moved, take them for trestment to the nearest place at which the Company ruu a surgeon. If
they eannot ho mmml call the nearest Company surgeon. If the case is urgent and the Company surgeon
cannot be umnovhuu'l) procured, the conductor, agent or officer in charge is authorizod to call the nearest
surgeon available to administer first aid and care for the patient until the Company surgeon ean take charge
of the case.

No surgienl operition must he pcrfnrmod until the arrival of the Company surgeon unless it may be required
for the immedinte safety of the patient.

In cases of serious accidents to trains, conductors, after makmf overything safe, must give their undivided
attontion to the care and fort of their y P ly to those who are injured. Dedding and
linen may be taken from sleepers for this pl e, lhc fuctor keeping eareful of all material so
tnken, and its return or safe keeping attended to; and, when necessary, injun-d persons may be put in the
sleepers.

\Vh:-u a number of persons are injured, the service of competent surgeons in the vicinity should at once be
secured, and every possible effort made to care for the injured, the Division Surgeon being notified by wire
to come immedintely to the place of the accident.

. When tramps, boys and other persons climbing on or jumping from moving trains, or persona walking or
Iying on the track, are injured or killed, they should be sent to their homes or placed in charge of the local
connty, city or village suthorities, and no expense incurred on the part of the Company in the matter.

When people are killed awny from a station the body should be picked up and taken to the nearest station

and unuuunul the addresses and destinations of all persons on the train, and of the injured, and the extent
of their injuries, This report must be sent from first telegraph offico to the General Claim Agent and to
the Assistant Claim Agent, in whose jurisdiction the accident occurs.

As soon as possible thereafter Form 245 should be made out by each employe and forwarded to the Superin-
tendent of the division; a seperate report being made for each porron injured.

Fvery effort must be made to procure the nnmes anil addresses of all persons, outsiders as well as employes
who witnessed the sccident, especially when persons neo injured within the corporate limits of any city,
town or village, or when crossing the tracks at a public highway.

. In every case of personsl injury in any department, a full and comnplete report must be made at once by

every employe immediately present, no matter whether he considers his statement of importance or not,
answering every question as fully as possible.

When persons are injured by an aceident which may have leen caused by defective applinnm, tools or
machinery, the car or appliunce, tool or machinery must he immediately examined by the person in charge
to ascertain its condition, and report made of the inspection, giving the numbers and initials of ears examined,
with names, occupation and udtrr:u\ of the persons making the inspection.  This inspection must be made
before the car or engino leaves the place where the nceident oceurred and afterwards, at the first district
terminal by the inspector, foreman or master mechanic at such point, the Superintendent to notify such
verson of the necessity of making such examination. When an necident is caused by the breaking of mach-
