2 In cnses of serious accidents to trains, conductors, after making everything safe, must give their undivided
attention to the care and comfort of their passengers, eapocinlly to thouse who ure injured. Bedding and
linen may be tuken from sleepoers for this purpose, the conductor ku-puu; r_nruful account of all luulmfml 80
taken, and its return or safe keeping attended to; aud, when pecessary, injured persons may be put in the
sleepors. ) ) ) o
When a number of persons are injured, the service of competent surgeons in ‘(hn vicinity should st once be
secured, and every possiblo offort made Lo ¢ for the injured, the Division Surgeon being notified by wire
to come immedintely to the place of the accideat.

3. When tramps, hoys and other persons climbing on or jumping from moving trains, or persons walking or
lying on the track, are injured or killed, they should be sent to their homes or placed in charge of the local
county, city or village authorities, and no expeuse ineurred on the part of the Company in the matter.

¢. When people are killed away from a station the body should be picked up and (lkl!.n to the nosrest l!.ntion
and the authorities notified.  Never tuke the body out uf' the county where l.l'n' nfctnluul happened if it cun
be avoided, but if there is no station in thut county, take it to the nearest station in the next county, notify-
ing the connty authorities in all cases. ) .

5. A report of all accidents must be made, and immediately sent by wilra to Superintendent, giving all information.

6. Every gﬂ’urt must bo m.mlu to procure the names and addresses of all persons, outsiders as well as employes
who witnessed the accident, pmpcclnlly when persons are injured within the corpurate limits of any city,
town or village, or when crossing the tracks at a public highway.

7. In every case of personal injury in any department, s full and completo report must be made at once by
every employe immediately present, no matter whether ho considers Lis statement of importance or not,
answering evory question as fully as possible.

8. When persons are injured by an sccident which may have been caused by defective applisnces, tools or
machinery, the car or appli tool or hinery must be i lintely examined by the person in charge
to ascertain its condition, and n;l»ort made of the inspection, giving the numbers and initials of ears examined,
with nnmes, occupntion and address of the persons making the inspection. This inspection must be made
before the car or engine leaves the place where the accident occurred and ufterwards, at the first distriot
terminal by the inspector, foreman or master mechanic at such point, the Superintendent to notify such
person of the necessity of muking such examination. When un accident is caused by the breaking of mach-
inery, tools, appliances or rails, the broken parts must be so marked us to be readily identified, and imme-
diately turned over to the Superintendent.
