4. When people are killed away from a station the body should be pieked up and taken to the nearest station
ard the authonties nolified. Never take s body out of the county where the accident happersed i it can be
syoided; but if thers io'no station in that cousty take it to the nearest siation io the pext counly, nobifying
the county suthorities in all cases.

5 A report of sl sccidents must be made, and immedistely sent by wire to Superintendent, giving all informa-
tiom.

In reporting mecidents Lo trains carrying passengers, oonductors should give the correct names of the io-
jured and uninjured, the addresses and destinations of all persons on the train, sod of the injured, and the
