States in road and equipment is approximately
seven billion dollars greater than the amount of
their securities and bonds in the hands of the
public.

Taxes paid by the railroads in 1936 were greater
than any year since 1931.

Due to improvements in methods of construc-
tion the average tractive power of steam locomo-
tives in this country is now nearly 50 per cent
greater than twenty years ago.

Twenty-five railroads have repaid in full loans
made to  them by the Reconstruction Finance
Corporation.

A passenger locomotive uses from 70 to  120
gallons and a freight locomotive from 150 to 350
gallons of water per mile.

Through the increased efficiency in the use of
fuel i n  the  freight service, t h e  railroads have
saved nearly 220,000,000 tons of coal since 1922.

The level of freight rates now charged by the
railroads o f  the United States is  23 per cent
below that in 1921.

More than 7,500 parts are used in constructing
a large modern steam locomotive. These parts
include not only major units such as wheels,
axles, injectors and rods, but also various small
parts such as bolts and nuts.

Driving wheels of  modern large steam loco-
motives have axles ranging from twelve to four-
teen inches in diameter.
