When stopped by a STOP AND PROCEED indication at the leav-
ing end of a siding, enginemen and trainmen should understand that such signal in-
dication may be due to an opposing train proceeding into the same block at the op-
posite end under an Approach Signal indication, Rule 601 (B), and before proceeding
into the block, every precaution, consistent with running orders and the nature of the
track ahead, should be taken to insure safe movement through the block.
