SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS 7

ALL SUBDIVISIONS

1. SPEED RESTRICTIONS GENERAL.

The following speed limits apply to trains and engines operating
under the conditions outlined, unless rules or conditions require
a further reduction.

50 MPH—Diesel engines light or with caboose only.

85 MPH-—-Trains or engines on main routes, actuating the
points of spring switches; trains or engines thru No.
20 turnouts at following locations.

Barnesville Jet. —Jet. switch.
Moorhead Jet.. —Jet. switch.
Hillsboro —Both siding switches.
Gardner —Both siding switches.

80 MPH—On Main lines, when handling following equipment
in trains not in actual service but on own wheels,
derricks, cranes, pile drivers, Jordan spreaders,
shovels, wedge plows, scale test car, also ore cars
series 80000 thru 94250 and air dump cars X-2000
thru X-2096, X-7000 thru X-7049 when such cars
are loaded with ore or gravel.

25 MPH—Trains handling logs; trains or engines moving in
facing point direction at spring switches without fac-
ing point lock; trains or engines thru No. 15 turn-
outs at following locations.

PA Tower —Jct. switches, First Sub-Division,
Both switches of crossover west of
Interlocking station.

Moorhead Jet. —West switch of siding.

20 MPH-—Trains handling the following equipment on Branch
Lines or on 6 degree or sharper curves of Main Lines,
scale test car, ore cars series 80000 thru 94250, air
dump cars X-2000 thru X-2096, X-7000 thru X-7049
when such cars are loaded with ore or gravel.

15 MPH—Trains handling the following equipment on Branch

Lines or on 6 degree or sharper curves of Main Lines,
derricks, cranes, pile drivers, Jordan spreaders,
shovels and wedge plows.
Trains or engines moving thru interlockings against
the current of traffic on double track; trains or
engines thru all other turnouts, except equilateral
turnouts, and those shown previously in this item.

1(a). Rule 240 W of the Consolidated Code of Operating Rules is
modified to permit handling Great Northern Cars 60276 through
60279, 61500 through 61524 and 61000 through 61009 in pass-
enger trains at passenger train speeds.

2. MOVEMENT OF ENGINES DEAD IN TRAINS.

Engine 2350 must be handled on rear of freight and mixed
trains. Diesel engines 1 thru 196 or any road switcher unit not
equipped with alignment control couplers must be towed as
single units. On engines 550 thru 599, coupler alignment control
lock blocks must be “DOWN” when coupled in multiple unit
operation,

Following road switchers are equipped with alignment control
couplers: 200 through 218; 220 through 230; 550 through 599
(lock blocks); 600 through 699; 700 through 784; 900 through
915; 2000 through 2035.

Single unit diesel engines, or multiple unit groups (When such
groups consist of road freight, road passenger, or engines with
alignment control couplers), when towed dead in freight trains,
are to be handled not less than five (5) cars nor more than
fifteen (15) cars behind the road engine. There should not be
more than five (5) units in a group. Additional such units or
groups of units must be separated by not less than five (5) cars.
When towing diesel engines dead in trains the following speeds
must not be exceeded. .

Except at points where it is necessary to classify trains, open
cars loaded with poles, piling, lumber, timber, pipe, or other
lading which might shift, should be placed as close as possible to
the head end of train, but not next to engine, caboose, occupied
outfit car or passenger car. Loaded trailer-on-flat cars are not
included in this category. In double track territory, trains
handling such cars must use extreme care to avoid slack running
in or out when passing or being passed by other trains. In single
track territory, trains handling such cars must be at stop when
on siding or other track to meet or be passed by other trains,
except when have more cars than siding will hold, it is per-
missible for such trains to pull by each other at restricted speed.
Loaded dump cars should not be handled on double track after
dark, but if necessary to do so, close watch must be maintained
by members of the crew, and if a car dumps its load, train must
tl;)}f stolpped at once and protection provided as prescribed by
e rules.

Brakeman with less than one year of experience should not be
used as flagman except in emergency, and then Superintendent
will be notified by wire.

Due to limited overhead clearance at tunnels and structures, em-
ployes are warned to keep off top of cars of extreme height
and width when handled in trains and yards, except in emergen-
cy. In absence of previous advice on such cars, wire proper
officer for instructions.

Placarded loaded tank cars handled in through freight or mixed
trains shall not be nearer than 6th car from engine, occupied
caboose or passenger car.

Cars placarded “Explosives”, “Flammable”, “Corrosive Liquids”,
or “Poison Gas” handled in through freight trains, local and
mixed trains, shall not be nearer than 16th car from engine, oc-
cupied caboose or passenger car.

When length of train will not permit handling of cars as pre-
scribed above—ANY PLACARDED CAR, loaded with above
commodities—shall be placed near middle of train, but not near-
er than 2nd car from engine, occupied caboose or passenger car.
When switching such cars in terminal yards they must be sepa-
rated from engine by at least one non-placarded car.

When placarded cars described above are handled in freight
trains made up in “blocks” or classifications, placarded car or
cars shall be placed near middle of the “block” or classification,
but not nearer than 6th car from engine, occupied caboose or
passenger car.

When such placarded cars are placed in trains they must not be
placed next to each other, next to refrigerators equipped with
gas-burning heaters, stoves or lanterns, or next to loaded flat
cars, or gondola cars containing lading higher than ends of car
that is liable to shift.

Carload express shipments of explosives, sealed and placarded,
may be handled on passenger trains; LCL- shipments may be
made in so-called peddler car with messenger in charge when
such car is assigned to the handling of express and baggage ex-
clusively. :
Terminal or pick-up points enroute must furnish conductor and
engineer Form 250 showing consecutively location in train of all
cars placarded ‘“Explosives”. At points other than terminals
where crews change, notice will be transferred from crew to
crew.

Employes will be guided by further instructions governing
handling of loaded tank cars, Explosives, Flammables, Corrosive
Liquids, and Poison Gas found in 1. C. C. Regulations and Con-
solidated Code Rules 727 and 811.

Trains departing from stations, either from siding or main track
in trailing point movement actuating points of spring switches,
a member of crew must observe indication of governing signal
in opposite direction after rear end of train has passed through
switch to ascertain if switch points return to normal position.
If this signal indicates Stop and no immediate train movement
or other cause is evident, report the fact to Superintendent from
first available point of communication.

During and immediately following snow storms or violent wind
storms, spring switches must be operated by hand and relined
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10.

in normal position before heading out through switch in trail-
ing point movement, actuating switch points, to insure switch
is in proper operating condition.

Facing point locks on hand operated switches are indicated by a
six-inch yellow stripe painted on target staff. Be positive lock-
ing device is restored to normal position after using, A run-
ning switch must not be made through this type switch.

Rule 2 of the Consolidated Code of Operating Rules is modiﬁéd
for Great Northern Railway Company employes to the extent
that a watch certificate form is no longer required. Watches of

employes will be inspected by Division Officers, Rules Examiners

and other designated officers.

Rule 3 (C) of the Consolidated Code of Operating Rules is
amended as follows: Employes governed by time service rules
must not wear wrist watches while on duty unless such watches
are of an approved type.

Approved Type wrist watches are: Elgin, B. W. Raymond model,

"13/0 size, 28 jewels.

REGARDING CONSOLIDATED CODE RULE 103.

In addition to complying with the provisions of this rule, mem-
bers of a crew will be governed by the following: When an
engine, with or without cars, is about to move over a public
crossing not protected by a watchman, by gates or by crossing
signals in operation, a member of the crew must be on the
ground at the crossing to provide protection. Exception—In the
movement of a through yard transfer or of a light engine being
handled only by hostlers, it is not necessary for a member of
the crew to be on the ground at the crossing.
